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Abstract
This proposal from the University of Rochester requests support from the United States Department of Education under the auspices of its Graduate Assistance in Areas of National Need program.  The funds requested are to be used to continue, for an additional three years, a successful and innovative program that was instituted by the Department of Physics and Astronomy in 1988 after receipt of an initial grant from the Department of Education.  The goal of the University’s program is to increase the number of Ph.D. recipients in physics and Cross-Disciplinary Physics who intend to pursue teaching and research careers in the United States, with special effort to enroll students from traditionally under-represented groups.  The Department is pleased with the results obtained to date, and believes significant progress has been made towards achieving the goals of the federal program under whose auspices these funds were provided.
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
