I. Yearly Budget:  The budgetary detail below is confined to the GAANN Program, since this is the only aspect of the Department’s overall program of graduate student support that makes use of funds dispensed by the Department of Education.  Note, however, that the UR-financed DOEd Fellowship program (described above in Section F) provides supplemental fellowships of $2000/year for students, in addition to its contribution to the GAANN program.  Table I-1 therefore significantly underestimates the University contribution to the program.  Ms. Sondra Anderson, CPA, Assistant Chair Department of Physics and Astronomy, will provide the financial oversight of the program.  She has worked in higher ed financial administration over the last 13 years.  For 10 of those years she worked with reconciliation of Perkins Loans, College-Work-Study, PELL, SEOG, Stafford and Direct Loans.  In additional she has been involved in A-133 audit preparation and regulations during her higher education experience.

25% of $312,448 is to be considered as mandated University of Rochester matching support, and the remaining as an additional voluntary contribution to the program for first year fellows.  The University also waives tuition for GAANN/DOED fellows for subsequent years of the PhD.  Each year the University finances the special graduate student recruitment weekend that is a key component of the overall program; this cost (not included in the table) amounts to ~ $15,000.
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
