Faculty cluster proposal put together this summer by Jack and Steve (mostly Jack).

What is going on with faculty cluster proposal?  Need to ask David Goldfarb.

Plan for this year’s workshop leader diversity program needs to be pulled together if we are going to do it.  April suggested Joyce Yen at U. Washington, Seattle as a person who would be good to lead the program.  April to contact Joyce.  Writing program is interested in joining.

Long discussion about room scheduling.  Attempt to summarize main points below.

Workshop schedule needs quite a bit of fine-tuning at the very start of the term.  This is unavoidable due to student schedules changing and unknown leaders (physics) until last minute.
Huge problem is the fact that we are rapidly becoming a four day week university.  Strong and widespread preference (faculty and students) for MW and TR classes.  In particular, TR are so tight it is impossible to get rooms/fine-tune schedule during these days.  Yet students want workshops at these times.

This situation and the new software together seems to have stressed the situation.  Worry about whether or not we have good communication between folk doing workshop scheduling and folk in the registrar’s office.

Maybe we could resuscitate the idea of dedicated workshop space.  Steve/Vicki to float the idea with Nancy again.  If we got dedicated space, we could schedule efficiently and pass the appropriate info to the registrar.  Might improve turnaround time.  Would need a workshop czar of that space to make it work well.
