Registrar:

· Fall 2001, WTF implemented room reservations through Nancy Speck,  Asst. Dean, for the Registrar. This created the default for workshops for each course for each department using workshops onto University Course Schedule Working Reports database.  We had some confusion on the part of a dept or two as to what happens from term to term now.

· Reminder - The process of workshops after default implementation - Each department is responsible  for their own workshops by using Course Schedule Working Report provided each semester by the Registrar.  Usually each department has an administrative staff member, whom handles the Course Schedule Working Reports.  It is necessary to seek this person out and setup a system that works best for them, working reports for each semester are received up to six months prior.

· Regardless of the Center it would be exciting to have discussions with faculty members plugging into one another about what is happening, what could happen, etc. in their departments.
