Issues with Security:

- SM contacted  Mike Epping  with Security - If workshops are scheduled beyond

official closing times for each department, notify Mike ahead of time to eliminate any problems, especially for Sundays.

- Changing closing time of a building - need to contact the occupants of the building

- A final schedule for each workshop, location , and time should be given to security (Mike Epping).  He claims that so long as these times are during the standard open hours for the building there should be no issue at all.

- Need a security emergency phone number in case of occurring problems.
